Sample High-Stakes Assignment

Extended Video Reflection for ENGL 336

Goal: To develop metacognition skills and prepare for a career post-graduation. 

Grading system: A/B/C provided on assignment sheet. . 

Description: In this assignment, students will be asked to watch a video from the English Internships interview portfolio and write an extended reflection on how it might apply for them. This will be done in addition to craft reflection on readings done previously in class. This assignment is designed by AJ Nolan for his ENGL 336 class but may be adapted as needed for different classes. 

Learning Outcomes: Students will engage in metacognition to reflect on their major/minor and career path.

In your answer, you should also consider and engage with at least one of the “professionalization” videos from this semester about what people have done with their English majors. 

While there is no length requirement, this should be more than a paragraph but less than a full paper. Just engage with the answer deeply and thoughtfully.

· An “A”/Excellent Reflection will be an in-depth reflection in which you talk your way through more than one connection between your study of the short story and your life/work now and/or in the future, and your connections are largely original, insightful, and/or unexpected. No mechanical or grammar writing issues that detract from clarity or organization.
· A “B”/Good Reflection engages with some connections but doesn’t fully discuss or develop all of them and/or makes fairly obvious connections. Any writing errors are minor issues that just lower your ethos from a lack of polish but don’t impede clarity. 
· A “C”/Fair Reflection only looks at one connection, and/or connections that are obvious and superficial, and/or writing and mechanical issues drastically impede clarity.
